Mrs. Brown welcomed those in attendance.  Due to noise and lack of privacy in the Media Center, meetings will now be held in Ms. Skaggs room, mobile 219.
Mr. Irwin asked that teachers continue to maintain accurate attendance records on NCWISE.  Counselors need this information when speaking to students and parents.
The Social Studies department brought up that the current dress code policy does not address “leggings”.  We will be forming a subcommittee of SBLT members to look at any changes needed in the dress code for next year.  We didn’t think it would be wise to change the policy mid-year.
Sports Related Absences – The Foreign Language department raised the question of allowing students who were currently failing a course to leave for a sports related absence.  Eligibility for the sport is determined based on the previous semester grades, and if a student is academically eligible, they should be allowed to leave.  If the student is failing the course, close communication should be maintained between the teacher and the coach to determine appropriate actions.  The previous rule of “a C or better in the course” being required for dismissal no longer applies.
Field trip forms signed by teachers for students to be absent are not required for sports.
No delayed start Mondays on shortened school weeks.
A field trip for orchestra was approved for April 6th.  Students will be attending a music festival.  This is a non-student day.
Budget requests that were submitted have been honored.  If your department still has needs, please submit them to Mr. Kitley as soon as possible.
[bookmark: _GoBack]For Final Exams at the end of the school year, there will be no early or shortened exams for seniors.  In the past, we have allowed seniors to test early and to take a “test” not an exam.  All regularly scheduled exams will be completed by June 6th.  This should provide ample time for grades of senior to be calculated and reported since graduation is on June 8th and practice will be scheduled for June 7th.  Seniors will attend class through June 6th and will not be dismissed early.
