1.  The SBLT group discussed the underclassmen awards ceremony at the end of the year.  We decided to combine the assembly with the senior awards ceremony at the end of the year.  Further discussion will be held as to how the program will be organized to accommodate all grade levels.
2. 2 Minute Mondays were also discussed.  The group was unable to show specific evidence that the practice influences attendance.  Therefore, we have decided not to use 2 Minute Mondays this year.

3. Mr. Kitley addressed the attendance and make up time policy.  He urged anyone with questions to please let him know.

4. Copier usage information was provided by Mr. Kitley.   GCS has a contract with the copier company that specifies copy allotments for schools.  GCS has covered costs when schools exceeded this allotment in the past, but the county will no longer pay overage fees.  NWHS is getting very close to having to pay for additional copies.  We discussed the possibility of assigning teacher allotments, ordering transparencies, use of document cameras, video projectors and so on as a means of reducing copier usage.  SBLT will revisit this issue soon.  SBLT members are urged to get departmental input.

5. Whether or not to continue with the High Schools That Work accreditation process was discussed.  Due to high cost and limited return directly to students, we have decided to opt out of this process this year.  Returning to the process could be discussed at another time.

6. Dress code concerns were also presented.  Teachers are concerned about the sagging pants and exposed under ware of male students.  The administrative staff promises to back up staff when it comes to confronting this issue.  However, before that happens, we need to reiterate to students what is and is not appropriate dress.

7. Cleanliness of the staff bathrooms was addressed.  Mr. Kitley said this would be taken care of immediately.
8. The SBLT then set to creating a vision statement for our school as a part of the School Improvement Plan.    Our new vision is as follows:

Northwest High School will be a School of Excellence that prepares students to be life-long learners and contributing members of society.
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
